
Codes of conduct for the guards qualified
in patrolling archaeological sites

The staff in charge of guardianship and custody of archaeological
sites must scrupulously conform to the following instructions:

¥ Carry out the entire shift of guardianship never deserting the
assigned place except under specific authorization;

¥ Keep the area constantly under control and keep off unauthorized
people from the archaeological site;

¥ Take note of any vehicle and person approaching the patrolled
places or of any  other anomaly, compiling  a proper report to be
transmitted to the competent Authorities;

¥ Carry out periodical controls on radio link;

¥ Command  anyone approaching to keep away from the area; in
case of denied assent proceed to a police control;

¥ In case of  holding  people caught in the open act of stealing
archaeological objects, inform immediately the competent local
Police;

¥ Do not allow anyone to occupy the infrastructures in the
patrolled area; 

¥ At the shift-change, report every information useful for the ful-
filment of the service, to the replacing colleague; 

¥ Handle with care the weapon (if endowed) and shoot only for
self-defence when target of shots. In any case, call immediately
reinforcements and wait for the arrival of police forces.

The staff in charge of guardianship and custody of archaeological
sites must scrupulously conform to the following instructions:

1. On the occasion of the recovery of archaeological objects,
inform immediately the responsible authority for the local
Archaeology Department.

2. Only in case of need, remove the recovered material with
extreme care, storing it in a safe and sheltered place.

3. Until the competent body takes charge of the material, a pro-
per form must be compiled, indicating:
¥ type of object (for example: vase, statue, necklace);
¥ material (for example: terracotta, stone, metal);
¥ state of preservation of the object indicating: integrity or

damages or eventual smithereens; 
¥ measures (height x base x eventual depth);
¥ description of the object (for example: shape and peculiar

characteristics, if present).
4. If possible, take photos of the place and the recovered object

from two different angle-shots.
5. Keep the relative forms and hand them over to the competent

officer responsible for the Archaeology Department as soon as
possible.
