De les ignorancies
a les alfabetitzacions

«En el curs de la historia, la incomprensié mutua dels pobles ha estat
motiu de desconfianca i recel entre les nacions, i causa que els seus
desacords hagin degenerat en guerra amb massa freqiiéncia»

Aquestes paraules, extretes de la Constitucié de la UNESCO (1945),
reapareixen avui amb més importancia. Alhora que la globalitzacio
ha unit els pobles, també ha suposat 'aparicio, o reaparici6 en un
nou context, de formes inquietants d’ignorancia. Tot aixo forma part
de les «noves ignorancies». El dialeg Noves ignorancies, noves
alfabetitzacions. Aprendre a conviure en un mén globalitzat se
centra en quatre formes contemporanies d’ignorancia: ignorancia de
la diversitat, ignorancia de l'altre, ignorancia de I'ética i ignorancia
del futur.

Organitzada per la UNESCO com a part integral del Forum Universal
de les Cultures — Barcelona 2004, la conferencia de tres dies intentara
identificar vies per contrarestar aquestes ignorancies mitjancant
noves alfabetitzacions, és a dir, els coneixements, els valors i les
capacitats necessaris per afrontar aquests reptes.

Certament, aprendre a conviure junts en un mon globalitzat implica
un compromis renovat d’aprendre els uns dels altres i de dur a terme
un lliure intercanvi d’idees i coneixements per millorar la
comunicaci6 entre pobles i desenvolupar uns valors comuns. Aquesta
tasca és d'una importancia vital per a la pau, el desenvolupament i la
cohesi6 social, si bé és cert que els reptes i obstacles poden semblar
descoratjadors, sobretot en situacions on el ressentiment
profundament arrelat, els estereotips i la intolerancia poden minar el
respecte mutu i la comunicacio.

En un conjunt de panels, precedits per una sessié d’alt nivell amb
caps d’Estat i de Govern, aquest dialeg reunira personalitats eminents
de diversos camps, des de ministres de governs fins a académics, des
d’activistes I’ONG fins a representants del sector privat. Amb
l'atenci6 posada en reptes especifics i subratllant les arees clau de les
intervencions, els oradors ajudaran a identificar els fonaments basics
del que hauria de ser la construcci6 de les noves alfabetitzacions.

“En el decurso de la historia, la incomprensién mutua de los pueblos

Estas palabras, a partir de la Constitucion de la UNESCO (1945),
adquieren en la actualidad mayor importancia. Si la globalizacion ha
unido a los pueblos, también ha supuesto la aparicion, o reaparicion
en este nuevo contexto, de formas inquietantes de ignorancia: las
“nuevas ignorancias”. El didlogo Nuevas Ignorancias, nuevas
alfabetizaciones — aprendiendo a convivir en un mundo globalizado
se centra en cuatro formas contemporaneas de ignorancia:

La ignorancia de la diversidad, la ignorancia del otro, la ignorancia
de la ética y la ignorancia del futuro.

Organizada por la UNESCO como parte integrante del Forum
Universal de las Culturas - Barcelona 2004 », 1a conferencia, cuya
duracion sera de tres dias, intentara poner de manifiesto cudles son
las vias para contrarrestar estas ignorancias por medio de nuevas
alfabetizaciones. Es decir, intentard identificar los conocimientos, los
valores y las capacidades necesarias para afrontar estos desafios.

Ciertamente, aprender a convivir juntos en un mundo globalizado
implica un compromiso renovado de aprender los unos de los otros y
desarrollar un libre intercambio de ideas y conocimientos para
mejorar la comunicacion entre pueblos y desarrollar unos valores
comunes. Esta tarea es de vital importancia para la paz, el desarrollo
y la cohesion social, si bien es cierto que los desafios y obstaculos
pueden parecer desalentadores, sobre todo en situaciones donde el
resentimiento profundamente arraigado, los estereotipos y la
intolerancia pueden minar el respeto mutuo y la comunicacion.

En una serie de paneles, precedidos por una sesion de alto nivel con
Jefes de Estado y de Gobierno, el didlogo reunira a personalidades
eminentes de diversos campos, desde ministros de gobiernos a
académicos, desde activistas de ONG a representantes del sector
privado. Con la atencion puesta en desafios especificos y subrayando
las areas clave de las intervenciones, los oradores ayudaran a
identificar los fundamentos basicos de lo que deberia ser la
construccion de las nuevas alfabetizaciones.



From Ignorances
to Literacies

“Ignorance of each other’s ways and lives has been a common cause,
throughout the history of mankind, of that suspicion and mistrust
between the peoples of the world through which their differences
have all too often broken into war.”

These words from the UNESCO Constitution (1945) resonate today
with new urgency. Globalization has brought people closer together,
yet it has also been accompanied by the emergence of disturbing
forms of ignorance - or by their re-emergence in a new context.
Taken together, they form the “new ignorances”. The Dialogue

New ignorances, new literacies — Learning to live together

in a globalizing world focuses on four contemporary forms of
ignorance: ignorance of cultural diversity, ignorance of the Other,
ignorance of ethics, and ignorance of the future.

Organized by UNESCO as part of the “Universal Forum of Cultures -
Barcelona 2004”, the three-day conference aims to identify ways of
countering these “new ignorances” by developing “new literacies” -
namely, the knowledge, values and competencies necessary to meet
these challenges.

Indeed, “learning to live together in a globalizing world” implies a
renewed commitment to learning about each other, to developing
the free exchange of ideas and knowledge, to increasing
communication between peoples and to developing shared values.
These tasks are of central importance for peace, development and
social cohesion, even though the obstacles may often appear
daunting, especially where deep-seated animosities, stereotypes and
intolerance undermine mutual respect and interaction.

In a series of panels, preceded by a high-level segment with

Heads of State and Government, the Dialogue will assemble eminent
personalities from different fields, ranging from politicians to
academics, from NGO activists to representatives of the private
sector. By focusing on specific challenges and outlining key areas

of intervention, speakers will help identify

the building blocks required for the

construction of “new literacies”.

Des ignorances

«Lincompréhension mutuelle des peuples a toujours été, au cours de
T'histoire, a lorigine de la suspicion et de la méfiance entre nations,
par ou leurs désaccords ont trop souvent dégénéré en guerre. »

Ces mots tirés de I'Acte constitutif de 'TUNESCO (1945) résonnent avec
une nouvelle urgence aujourd’hui. Alors que la mondialisation a
permis un rapprochement entre les peuples, elle a également été
accompagnée par 'émergence, ou la ré-émergence dans un contexte
nouveau, de formes inquiétantes d’ignorance. Prises ensemble, elles
constituent les « nouvelles ignorances » Le Dialogue Nouvelles
ignorances, nouvelles alphabétisations — Apprendre a vivre
ensemble a Pheure de la mondialisation se concentrera sur quatre
d’entre elles : I'ignorance de la diversité, I'ignorance de 'Autre,
lignorance de I'éthique et I'ignorance du futur.

La Conférence a pour objectif de déterminer comment faire face

a I'émergence de ces "nouvelles ignorances” par le biais de
I’élaboration de "nouvelles alphabétisations” - celles-ci rassemblant
les savoirs, les valeurs et les compétences nécessaires pour y répondre.

En effet, « apprendre a vivre ensemble a 'heure de la mondialisation »
implique un engagement renouvelé envers la connaissance de l'autre,
le développement du libre-échange des idées et des savoirs,

de meilleurs échanges entre les peuples, et le développement de
valeurs partagées. La Conférence souligne 'importance des défis
posés par un tel dialogue, particuliérement dans les situations

de conflit ou de post-conflit, et partout ot I'existence de formes
profondément ancrées d’intolérance, d’animosité mutuelle et de
stéréotypes affaiblissent I'essor du respect mutuel et I'interaction
entre les communautés.

Organisé autour d’'une série de panels, précédés par une session de
haut niveau avec la participation de Chefs d’Etat et de Gouverne-
ment, ce Dialogue rassemblera d’éminentes personnalités : des
hommes politiques, des universitaires, des représentants des ONG et
du secteur privé. Ils se concentreront sur certains défis spécifiques

et mettront en lumiére des domaines-clés d’intervention afin de

Este didlogo tratara de identificar los conocimientos, los valores y las
competencias necesarias para alcanzar los ideales de solidaridad,
tolerancia, justicia y respeto mutuo en un mundo que actualmente
esta en proceso de globalizacion.

Los hechos acontecidos desde el 11 de septiembre han centrado la
atencién del mundo en la necesidad de entender mejor los origenes
de los conflictos. Al mismo tiempo, tal y como afirmé el Secretario
General de las Naciones Unidas, «debemos intensificar nuestros
esfuerzos por pasar de una cultura de reaccion a una de prevencion»
(21 de junio de 2001). La prevencion de conflictos debe desde luego
considerarse un pilar central del sistema de seguridad colectiva del
siglo XXI.

El foco de atencion principal de dicha prevencion deberia ser el
aspecto multidimensional de las raices del conflicto. Algunos han
sostenido que el siglo venidero estard dominado por un encuentro
violento e irresoluble de «civilizaciones, religiones, culturas y modos
de vida; otros sostienen que la globalizacion estd y estara
acompaiiada por una fragmentacion o incluso polarizacion social,
cultural y econémica cada vez mayor, de la cual surgira
inevitablemente el conflicto. Por el contrario, otros consideran que
las diferencias entre naciones y comunidades son esencialmente
debidas a malentendidos mutuos y falta de conocimiento reciproco,
y que éstos pueden superarse por medio de la educacién y del
reconocimiento de la diversidad cultural.

1215 -1415 Keynote dialogue:
Clash of civilizations or clash of ignorances?

The keynote dialogue seeks to identify the knowledge, values
and competencies needed to reach the ideals of solidarity, tolerance,
justice and mutual respect in today’s globalizing world.

Global events since September 11 have focused the world attention
on the need to better understand the origins of conflicts. As the
Secretary-General of the United Nations has stated, “we must
intensify our efforts to move from a culture of reaction to one

of prevention” (21 June 2001). Accordingly, conflict prevention

must be treated as a central pillar when building a collective security
system for the 21st century.

The primary focus of prevention should be the multi-dimensional
root causes of conflict. Some have argued that the coming

century will be dominated by a violent and intractable meeting

of “civilizations”, religions, cultures and ways of life; others assume
that globalization is and will be accompanied by an ever-increasing
social, cultural and economic fragmentation, or even polarization,
from which conflicts will inevitably emerge. Others yet challenge
this view, stating that differences between nations and communities
are essentially caused by mutual misunderstanding and a lack

of reciprocal knowledge, which can be overcome through education
and an appreciation of cultural diversity.

Le dialogue douverture cherchera a identifier les connaissances,
les valeurs et les compétences nécessaires pour atteindre les idéaux
de solidarité, de tolérance, de justice et de respect mutuel a I'heure
de la mondialisation.

Les événements depuis le 11 septembre ont focalisé 'attention

de I'ensemble de la communauté internationale sur la nécessité

de mieux comprendre lorigine des conflits. Comme I'a affirmé le
Secrétaire général des Nations Unies « nous devons intensifier nos
efforts afin de passer d’une culture de réaction a une culture

de prévention. » (21 juin 2001). La prévention des conflits doit en effet
constituer un pilier central du systeme de sécurité collectif du
21éme siecle.

Laspect multidimensionnel des racines du conflit devrait constituer
un axe fondamental de toute politique de prévention. Certains ont
soutenu que le siecle a venir serait dominé par la confrontation
violente et insurmontable des civilisations, des religions, des cultures
et des modes de vie ; ’autres ont affirmé que la mondialisation est, et
sera, accompagnée par une augmentation de la fragmentation sociale,
culturelle et économique allant méme jusqu’a prédire une
polarisation menant inévitablement a de nouveaux conflits.

Biographical Notes

Please find below some biographical background information
on the guests that will participate in the keynote dialogue and
the subsequent eight panel discussions of “New Ignorances,

new literacies - learning to live together in a globalizing world”.

Mohammed Arkoun (Algeria)

Mohammed Arkoun is Emeritus Professor of the History of Islamic
Thought at the Université Sorbonne Nouvelle (Paris III) as well as
Senior Research Fellow and member of the Board of Governors at the
Institute of Ismaili Studies, London. Born in Great Kabylia, Professor
Arkoun is one of the most distinguished thinkers in the field of
Islamic Studies, having written on the history of religion in the
Islamic world and on the current issues facing Arab societies. As
visiting professor, he has taught at numerous institutions, including
Princeton University, New York University and the Catholic
University of Louvain. In addition to editing Arabica. Journal of Arabic
and Islamic Studies, Professor Arkoun has published works in English,
French and Arabic. His most recent books include La pensée arabe (6th
edition, 2003), De Manhattan a Bagdad: au-deld du bien et du mal (2003),
The Unthought in Contemporary Islamic Thought (2002), LIslam: approche
critique (3rd edition, 1998) Rethinking Islam: Common Questions,
Uncommon Answers (1994).

Edward S. Ayensu (Ghana)

Edward Ayensu is currently president of the Pan-African Union for
Science and Technology and Chairman of Edward S. Ayensu
Associated Ltd. He has worked on a wide range of issues in
international development and science, having originally graduated
in biological science. Professor Ayensu has broad experience in the
field of biodiversity; he was Director of the Office of Biological
Conservation at the Smithsonian Institution, Washington, D.C. In
addition to chairing the Ghana National Biodiversity Committee, he
founded the African Biosciences Network. He also acted as vice-
president for the International Institute for Sustainable Development
in the late 1990s. In 1998, Professor Ayensu was appointed to the
‘World Bank Inspection Panel, whose chairman he was from 2002 to
2003. Professor Ayensu was Distinguished Professor of the University
of Ghana and twice the recipient of the Ghana National Science
Award.

Alex Boraine (South Africa)

Alexander Boraine chairs the Board of Directors of the International
Center for Transitional Justice (ICTJ) since 2004, after having founded
the Center as well as having acted as its president for three years. In
1995, Dr Boraine became vice-chairman of the South African Truth
and Reconciliation Commission, serving until 1998 alongside the
Commission’s chairman, Archbishop Desmond Tutu. From 1974 to
1986, Dr Boraine was a Member of the South African Parliament for
the Progressive Party. From 1970 to 1972, he served as president of the
Methodist Church of South Affrica, having been ordained as a
Methodist minister in 1953. In the 1980s and early 1990s, he was
active in South African organizations committed to ending
apartheid. Dr Boraine has published several works on South Africa,
most recently A Country Unmasked (2000) and has taught at the Law
School of New York University (1998 to 2001), where he directed the
University’s “Justice in Transition” programme.
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Manuel Campo Vidal (Spain)

Manuel Campo Vidal is a professional journalist and a former
executive manager in the Spanish media. He worked as news anchor
for TV-1(1983-1986) and then edited the daily radio news “Hora 25” on
Cadena Ser. He was editor and anchor of the weekly TV show “Linea
América” (1991 to 1995), which was broadcast into more than 17
Spanish-speaking countries. Dr Campo Vidal, who holds a PhD in
Applied Economics, supervised the re-launch of Antena 3 TV as its
Director General. He subsequently founded Antena 3 International and
was the channel’s vice-president from 1995 to 1997 He is currently
editor and anchor of Catalunya Global-Local and the contest show
“Generacion XXI”.

Leonardo de Castro (Philippines)

Leonardo de Castro is Professor of Philosophy at the University of
the Philippines. He also works as project director of the UP. Fogarty
International Center’s Bioethics Training Project (2002 to 2005), which
focuses on curriculum development and training in research ethics.
Since completing a PhD on bioethics at University College Swansea,
University of Wales, Professor de Castro has published widely on
various ethical questions in both English and Filipino. Recent books
in English include Ethics: Theory and Practice (2001), Philippine Farming
Traditions and Practices: Cooperation, Celebration, Challenges and Change
(editor, 2001), and Ethics and Logic: Basic Concepts (1993). He has also
conducted training programmes in “research ethics review”

for members of institutional review boards in Cambodia and the
Lao People’s Democratic Republic.

Charlotte Cole (USA)

Charlotte Cole, Ph.D,, is Vice President for International Research at
the Sesame Workshop, New York. Over thirty years ago, “Sesame
Street” was developed in order to utilize television as way of
providing a positive educational experience for young children.
Today, this immensely popular TV programme - to whose
development teams of education and psychology specialists have
contributed - is still broadcast in the USA as well as in about 120
other countries. So far, “Sesame Street” has also initiated 20
international co-productions. Dr Cole oversees the research and
curriculum development of the Workshop’s international co-
productions as well as new show projects. Prior to joining Sesame
Workshop. Dr Cole was a consultant to the Harvard Institute for
International Development.

Reza Deghati (Iran)

Born in Tarbis, Iran, Reza Deghati is an internationally renowned
photojournalist. In the past twenty years, he has worked for
distinguished publications such as Newsweek (being its Middle East
correspondent from 1978 to 1981), Time Magazine, Vanity Fair, the New
York Times Magazine and the National Geographic, having frequently
covered a great number of conflict areas. Furthermore, Reza Deghati
has worked with the UN humanitarian programme in Afghanistan
in 1989/1990, and contributed to UNICEF reports between 1989 and
1996. In 2001, Reza Deghati co-founded “Aina”, a non-governmental
organization that unites different artists in their support for
democracy and freedom of expression in Afghanistan. In many of its
activities, “Aina” cooperates with UNESCO, which assisted in the
NGOs establishment of the Afghan Media and Culture Centre in
Kabul in October 2002.



Fatoumata Dembele Diarra (Mali)

Fatoumata Dembele Diarra is currently a judge at the International
Criminal Court in The Hague. Prior to this, she served as ad litem
judge in the Trial Chamber I at the International Crimina Tribunal
for the Former Yugoslavia. After studies in Bamako, Dakar and
Parios, Dr Fatoumata Dembele Diarra held a number of positions in
the justice system of Mali, most recently as National Director of the
Justice Administration (1999 to 2001) and as President of the Criminal
Chamber of the Bamak Appeals Court (1996 to 1999). The key focus of
Judge Dembele Diarra’s legal publications is on women’s rights, and
she presided over Mali’s national preparatory committee for the
Fourth World Conference on Women (Beijing, 1995). On 30 December
2001, she received the National Order of Mali.

Jiri Diensthier (Czech Republic)

Jiri Dienstbier was Foreign Affairs Minister and Deputy Prime
Minister of Czechoslovakia from 1989 to 1992. He subsequently served
as the Czech ambassador-at-large and personal representative of
President Vaclav Havel to the United Nations, before becoming the
UN Special Rapporteur on the Situation of Human Rights for Bosnia
and Herzegovina, the Republic of Croatia and the Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia. He became one of the first signatories of “Charter 777, the
rallying point of the Czechoslovakian civil rights movement.
Subsequent to this, he served as spokesman of the Charter 77
movement, as well as being a member of the Committee for the
Defence of the Unjustly Persecuted. Because of his activities in the
Czechoslovakian opposition, he was sentenced to three years in
prison in 1979. Having begun public life as a print and radio
journalist, Mr Dienstbier has also published several books, most
recently The Blood Tax (2002), From Dreams to Reality (1999) and Dreaming
of Europe (1990).

Alphonse Pene Elungu (Democratic Republic of the Congo)
Alphonse Pene Elungu is a member of the Bioethics Committee of
UNESCO and a Professor of Philosophy at the University of Kinshasa,
having received his doctorate from the Université Paris X in 1978. He
lectured at the University of Abidjan and published on different
topics in ethics and philosophy in an African context, for instance
Tradition africaine et rationalité moderne (1987) and L'Eveil philosophique
africain (1985). Professor Elungu is the chairperson of the Congolese
Association of Philosophers and a member of the African and
Madagascan Council for Higher Education. He has also worked as a
consultant to the Agency for Cultural and Technical Cooperation.

Miguel Angel Estrella (Argentina)

Miguel Angel Estrella is a celebrated classical pianist who has tied his
musical activities to the defence of human dignity. Having suffered
political persecution during the 1970s, Mr Estrella did not cease to
work for peace and justice through the medium of music. In 1982,

he founded “Musique Espérance”, which aims to provide wider access
to music; Mr Estrella subsequently became president of the
International Federation of Music for Hope. Through his “Orchestra
for Peace”, which performed at the UNESCO Headquarters in 2002,

he brought together young Arab and Israeli musicians as a gesture

of reconciliation. He also organized concert tours in support of
UNESCO’s programme for the victims of Chernobyl. In recognition
of his humanist efforts, Miguel Angel Estrella was appointed UNESCO
Goodwill Ambassador in 1989. In 2000, Miguel Angel Estrella received
the Nansen Medal, which the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees awards to individuals or organizations that have worked

for refugees. He now serves as Ambassador Extraordinary

and Plenipotentiary of Argentine in his capacity as the country’s
Permanent Delegate to UNESCO.

Héctor Gros Espiell (Uruguay)

Héctor Gros Espiell is Emeritus Professor of Law at the University of the
Republic, Montevideo. From 1990 to 1992, he was the Uruguayan
Minister for Foreign Affairs and subsequently served as his country’s
Ambassador to France and as Permanent Delegate to UNESCO.
Following a career in the law and in the diplomatic service of Uruguay,
Professor Espiell became the Secretary-General of the Agency for the
Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America (OPANAL) in 1973 and
continued in this position until 1981. In the 1980s, his different functions
included Special Rapporteur of the Sub-Commission on Prevention of
Discrimination and Protection of Minorities (1980), judge on the
Administrative Tribunal of the International Labour Organization (1981
t0 1990) and Director of the Inter American Institute of Human Rights
(1985 to 1989). His many publications include Temas internacionales (2001),
Uruguay: el equilibrio en las relaciones internacionales (1995), and the study The
Right to Self-Determination: Implementation of United Nations Resolutions (1980).

Wolfgang Hopken (Germany)

Wolfgang Hopken has been the Director of the Georg Eckert Institute
for International Textbook Research in Braunschweig since October
2000. The Institute, which was founded in 1975, received UNESCO’s
Peace Education Prize in 1985. Its work focuses on teaching materials in
the fields of history, geography and social sciences, and the role that
they can play in overcoming conflict and prejudice. Having studied
history, Slavonic languages, education and political science, Professor
Hopken’s research interests mainly lie in the social and cultural history
of the Balkans. Since 1994, he holds a professorship in the History of
Eastern and South-Eastern Europe from the University of Leipzig.
Professor Hopken is also a member of a number of academic
associations, including the advisory board of the Society for South-
Eastern Europe in Munich.

Hisanori lsomura (Japan)

Hisanori Isomura is currently President of the Maison de la Culture du
Japon in Paris and one of the most eminent Japanese commentators on
international affairs. For several decades, he served as a public broadcaster
for the Japanese Broadcasting Corporation Nippon Hoso Kyokai NHK), and
retired as its General Managing Director in 1991. Prior to this position, he
had been Director General for News and Current Affairs at NHK’s head
office, Director General for Europe in Paris, Director of the International
News Division at the Tokyo Head Office of NHK, and Chief of the
corporation’s Washington office. Isomura’s journalistic work included
spells as special correspondent and as an anchorman and editor for
Japanese TV news. Hisanori Isomura was appointed to the High Council
of the Organisation internationale de la Francophonie in 1999. He was
appointed officer of the French Legion of Honour in 1996 and became
Commandeur des Arts et des Lettres in 2001

Ashok Koshla (India)

Since 1983, Ashok Koshla has been president of the Development
Alternatives Group, a New Delhi-based organization that, among other
things, analyzes sustainable development options as well as developing
and disseminating environmental management systems and
technology. Between 1976 and 1982, he was employed by the United
Nations Environment Programme as Director of INFOTERRA, the
International Referral System for Sources of Environmental Information.
Prior to this, he had been Director at the Office of Environmental
Planning and Coordination at the Department of Science and
Technology, Government of India. His commitment to sustainable
development questions is also betokened in his membership in several
NGOs and taskforces working in this field. Dr Koshla also acts as a special
advisor to the World Commission on Environment and Development
and is a member of the Science Advisory Committee of the United
Nations University.
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Thérese Laféerriere (Canada)

Thérese Laferriere is Titular Professor of Pedagogy at Laval University
as well as an associate researcher at the Institute for Knowledge
Innovation and Technology, University of Toronto. Her research
focuses on the interaction the use of new technologies in the
classroom, teacher training and group dynamics. She has published
widely on these issues, including recent research articles in the Revue
des sciences de I'éducation, the Journal of Information Technology and Teacher
Education, the Canadian Journal of Distance Education and in The Alberta
Journal of Educational Research. Professor Laferriére was president of the
Canadian Education Association (2001-2002) and held different
positions within the Canadian Society for Studies in Education (CSSE).
From 1987 to 1995, she was Dean of Education at Laval University.
Between 1995 and 2002, she led the research theme “Educating the
Educators” within the TeleLearning Network of Centres of
Excellence.

Salomén Lerner Febres (Peru)

Salémon Lerner Febres was the President of the Truth and
Reconciliation Commission of Peru from 2001 to 2003. He is now
President of the Institute for Democracy and Human Rights at the
Pontificia Universidad Catdlica del Perti, having been Rector of the
University from 1994 to 2004. At the same time, he is President of
the Union of Latin American Universities (UDUAL) where he had
previously been vice-president for universities in the Andean
region. Having studied law in Peru and obtained a doctorate in
philosophy from the Catholic University of Louvain (Belgium),

Dr Lerner Febres worked at a number of academic institutions
and is currently a research associate at Tokyo University. In addition
to several other awards, Dr Lerner Febres was honoured as “Great
Official of the Order of Merit of Peru” by Peru’s Ministry of
Domestic Affairs (2003).

Omer Ziilfi Livaneli (Turkey)

Omer Zilfii Livaneli, a multi-talented Turkish musician and writer,
has been UNESCO Goodwill Ambassador since 1996. His songs have
been recorded by a number of artists and ensembles, including the
London Symphony Orchestra, and his 1997 concert in Ankara was
attended by over 500,000 people. He has frequently employed music
as a medium for understanding and peace. In particular, Mr Livaneli
has promoted Turkish-Greek reconciliation, for instance by
co-founding the Greek-Turkish Friendship Society. Mr Livaneli’s
influence on cultural in Turkey stretches beyond music and
includes literature as well as film: his most recent novels, Bir Kedi, Bir
Adam, Bir Oliim (“Memory of Snow”) and Mutluluk (“Bliss”) are
currently being translated into English and French. The latter book
has reached its 28th edition in Turkey. In addition to having written
the musical scores to a number of films, Mr Livaneli also directed
three movies himself - one of which (Sist) received the “Golden Palm
Award” at the Valencia Film Festival (1989) and the “Golden
Antigone Award” at the Montpellier Film Festival (1988). Mr Livaneli
was elected to the Turkish Parliament in 2002 and is a member of
the Turkish delegation to the parliamentary assembly of the
Council of Europe.
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Ole Henrik Magga (Norway)

Ole Henrik Magga has been Chairman of the UN Permanent Forum
on Indigenous Issues since 2002. Professor Magga’s academic work
focuses on Saami linguistics, education, history, culture and politics;
he is currently professor of Saami Linguistics at the Saami University
College in Guovdageaidnu. Prior to this, Professor Magga was a
professor in Finno-Ugrian languages at the University of Oslo and

of Saami Linuistics at the University of Tromse. Having focused on
the rights of the Saami people for a long time, he was an Executive
Member of the Nordic Saami Council from 1976 to 1978, and the first
President of the Saami Parliament from 1990 to 1997. In 1975, Ole
Henrik Magga was a delegate to the founding conference of the
World Council of Indigenous People. Professor Magga was also a
member of the World Commission on Culture and Development,
which published the report Our Creative Diversity in 1995.

Guido de Marco (Malta)

Guido de Marco was president of the Republic of Malta from 1999

to 2004 - the culmination of a distinguished political career

that spanned nearly four decades: first elected to the Malta House of
Representative in 1966, he was Secretary-General of the Maltese
Nationalist Party from 1972 to 1977, Deputy Party Leader from 1977 to
1999, and Deputy Prime Minister from 1987 to 1999. During the latter
period, Professor de Marco also held several ministerial portfolios as
Minister of Justice, Interior and Foreign Affairs. A Doctor in law who
practised in the Superior Courts and as Crown Council, he also held
a professorship in criminal law at the University of Malta. In addition
to his national activities, Professor de Marco has also been active in a
number of international associations and organizations, most
prominently as president of the 45th session of the UN General
Assembly (1990). His publications include A Second Generation United
Nations: for Peace and Freedom in the 21st Century (with Michael Bartolo,
2nd edn., 2003).

Vitit Muntarbhorn (Thailand)

Vitit Muntarbhorn is Professor at the Faculty of Law of
Chulalongkorn University, Bangkok. In July 2004, the United Nations
Commission on Human Rights appointed him as Special Rapporteur
on the Situation of Human Rights in the Democratic People’s
Republic of Korea. Professor Muntarbhorn is also a member of the
Board of Trustees of the United Nations Voluntary Fund for Technical
Cooperation on Human Rights. Between 1990 and 1994, he served as
Special Rapporteur on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution and
Child Pornography. Professor Muntarbhorn has widely published

on different aspects of international law and human rights; one
emphasis of his research has been on human trafficking and refugees
in the age of globalization. His publications include The Status of
Refugees in Asia (1992) and The Challenge of Law: Legal Cooperation among
ASEAN Countries (1987).

Farhan Ahmad Nizami (UK/India)

Dr Nizami is the Founding Director of the Oxford Centre for Islamic
Studies (OXCIS) and Prince of Wales Fellow in the Study of the Islamic
World at Magdalen College, Oxford University. OXCIS was established
in 1985 as an associate institution of Oxford University,

in order “to encourage the scholarly study of Islam and the Islamic
world” as well as providing a “meeting point for the Western and
Islamic worlds of learning”. Having studied at Aligarh Muslim
University in India and Oxford University in the United Kingdom,
Dr Nizami became a fellow of St Cross College, Oxford University in
1983. As director of OXCIS, he edits the Journal of Islamic Studies. He is
also on the Board of Advisors of the programme “Dialogues: Islam
-US - The West” of New School University and contributed to several
sessions of the World Economic Forum in Davos.



José Manuel Pérez Tornero (Spain)

For over fifteen years, José Manuel Pérez Tornero has dealt with the
potential linkages between television and education, working both
in academia and in the media. Professor Tornero, who holds a
doctorate in communication, currently directs a graduate
programme in Communication and Education at the Universitat
Autonoma de Barcelona. Furthermore, he is vice-president of AITED,
the International Association of Educational and Discovery
Television Companies since 1999. During the 1990s, he was President
of Network of Multimedia Education Centres in Barcelona. Professor
Pérez’s recent research focuses the relationship between television,
citizenship and society. His publications include Comunicacion

y educacion en la sociedad de la informacion: nuevos lenguajes y conciencia
critica (editor, 2000) and El desafio educativo de la television: para
comprender y usar el medio (1994).

Alejandro Piscitelli (Argentina)

Alejandro Piscitelli is Titular Professor of Telematics and Computer
Science at the Department of Data Processing, University of Buenos
Aires, and also works as an organizational consultant in Internet
and e-trade. In addition, he lectures at several other academic
institutions, including FLACSO and the University of San Andrés.
Professor Piscitelli runs the educational portal “educ.ar” of

the Argentine Republic and co-edits an online newspaper, the
Interlink Headline News. He is the former President of

the Educational Association of Distance Learning and Educational
Technologies of Argentina. Publications of Professor Piscitelli
include Meta-cultura. El eclipse de los medios masivos en la era de la
internet (2002). Ecologia de los medios en la era de Internet (1998), Haciendo
Ciencia: Conocimiento, creencias y cultura (1997), and Ciberculturas. En las
era de las mdquinas inteligentes (1995).

Ana Romero (Spain)

Ana Romero is a senior journalist for the Spanish daily El Mundo, for
which she has previously written as US correspondent, diplomatic
editor in Madrid and news editor for the newspaper’s Social Policy
department. Furthermore, she was a commentator for the BBC and
Radio France Internationale (RFI).. Ms Romero, who holds university
degrees in information sciences and in journalism, has received
particular renown through her newspaper series “Voices of the
Millennium”, which has involved interviewing and portraying
individuals in more than 60 different countries.

Adama Samassékou (Mali)

Adama Sammasékou is currently President of the African Academy
of Languages. He was Minister of Education of Mali (1993 to 2000) and
Spokesman of the Government (1997 to 2000). In July 2002, he was
elected President of the “Preparatory Committee” (PrepCom) for the
first phase of the World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS).
The World Summit, whose two phases are marked by assemblies in
Geneva (2003) and Tunis (2005), addresses global questions regarding
access to information and knowledge. Recent research papers of Mr
Samassékou focus on “information for all” and “information
societies”. Having studied linguistics in Paris and Moscow, he later
became Head of the Linguistics Department of the Institute of Social
Sciences of Mali and then Director of the National Library of Mali.
Deeply involved in civil-society issues, Dr Samasékou co-founded the
People’s Movement for Human Rights Education.

Arjun Sengupta (India)

Arjun Sengupta is Chair of the Centre for Development and
Human Rights in New Delhi and Adjunct Professor of Development
and Human Rights at the Department of Population and
International Health of Harvard University. At the latter institution,
he is also co-director of the “Right to Development Project”, which
is based at the university’s Francois-Xavier Bagnaud Center for
Health and Human Rights. Arjun Sengupta has taught at a number
of academic institutions and was Professor at the School of
International Studies of Jawarhalal Nehru University in India. His
economic and political work concentrates on the right to
development. He served as UN Independent Expert on the Right to
Development, and is currently Independent Expert on Human
Rights and Extreme Poverty. Prior to this, he held several positions
in economics and politics, having served as Indian Ambassador to
the European Union, as Economic Advisor to the Prime Minister of
India, and as an Executive Director at the International Monetary
Fund. Publications include Research for Action: Aid and Development
Policy in the 1990s (1993).

Steve Seidel (USA)

Since July 2000, Steve Seidel has been the Director of “Harvard
Project Zero” at the Harvard Graduate School of Education, Harvard
University. It is the goal of this educational research group to
understand and enhance learning, thinking and creativity in the
arts, both at an individual and an institutional level. Having
worked in both art (especially theatre) and education, Mr Seidel’s
main concern is the linkages between art and theatre on the one
side, and education on the other. One focus in this respect has been
on pupils from disadvantaged backgrounds. In addition to directing
the “Project Zero”, Dr Seidel is a Research Associate and Lecture at
the Harvard Graduate School of Education. Key articles of his
include "Wondering To Be Done,” in Assessing Student Learning: From
Grading to Understanding (1998) and "Learning from Looking” in With
Portfolio in Hand: Validating the New Teacher Professionalism (1998).

Manuel Joaquim da Silva Pinto (Portugal)

Manuel Joaquim da Silva Pinto holds a doctorate in communication
science and is currently Associate Professor at the Institute of Social
Science, University of Minho. His current research on media is
complemented by his involvement in several projects on journalism,
the media and citizenship, including the “Mediascopio” project.
Professor Pinto also acts as ombudsman for the Portuguese
newspaper Jornal de Noticias in Porto. Between 2000 and 2002, he was
a member of the Scientific Council at the Institute of Educational
Innovation of the Ministry of Education. Furthermore, between 1996
and 2002, he directed specialized courses in “Education for Social
Communication” at the Institute of Childhood Studies, University
of Minho.
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Margaret Somerville (Canada/Australia)

Margaret Somerville is the Founding Director of the Centre for
Medicine, Ethics and Law at McGill University in Montreal, Canada.
Having studied both law and pharmacy, she is now Gale Professor of
Law and Professor of Medicine at McGill University. Her work focuses
on the legal and ethical aspects of medicine and science, and she has
become one of the most renowned academics working on bioethical
questions. Her most recent publication is The Ethical Canary: Science,
Society and the Human Spirit (2000). In addition to being the Founding
Chairperson of the Ethics Committee of the National Research
Council of Canada, Professor Somerville also acted as a consultant to
numerous government and non-governmental bodies, working
with the World Health Organization, the United Nations High
Commissioner for Human Rights and UNAIDS. In 2004, Professor
Somerville became the first laureate of the Avicenna Prize for Ethics
in Science (2004). She also received the Order of Australia (1989)

and became a Fellow of the Royal Society of Canada in 1991.

Enric Sopena (Spain)

Enric Sopena is a professional journalist with a wealth of experience
in the print media, TV and radio. As regards the latter field, he was
Director General of COMRadio between 1996 and 2000, and Director
General of the Radio Nacional de Espafia. Enric Sopena started his
career as a writer for La Vanguardia (1967 to 1974) and subsequently
worked for dailies such as Madrid and the Diari de Barcelona. He was
editor of the latter newspaper from 1988 to 1989. He also held a
number of different positions at the TV station TVE and was the
Director of TVE Catalunya between 1991 and 1996. Mr Sopena
nowadays contributes to a number of different publications and
media, including El Periddico de Catalunya, COMRadio, El Mundo, and Tele-5.

Toh Swee-Hin (Australia)

Toh Swee-Hin is currently Director of the Multi-Faith Centre at
Griffith University in Queensland. Prior to this, he was Professor of
International and Intercultural Education at the University of
Alberta in Canada, having been the Director of the University’s
Centre for International Education and Development from 1994 to
1999. His teaching and research focuses on education for peace,
human rights, sustainable development and tolerance. Toh Swee-Hin
initiated peace education projects in a number of different countries
on different continents, with a key programme having been
implemented on the island of Mindano, Philippines. In 2000, he was
awarded UNESCO’s Peace Education Prize. Recent articles include
“Peace building and peace education: local experiences, global
reflections” (2002) and “Uprooting Violence, Growing Peace:
Education for Compassionate Citizenship” (2001).
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Monica Terribas (Spain)

Monica Terribas has worked for the Catalan television since 1988, in
particular as anchor and chief editor of the news show “La Nit al Dia”
on Canal 33-Televisio Catalunya. In recognition of her work, she received
the National Journalism Prize of Catalonia in 2003. Dr Terribas is also
a professor at the Department of Journalism and Audiovisual
Communication of Pompeu Fabra University. She studied at the
Universitat Autonoma de Barcelona and at Stirling University, where
she completed a doctoral thesis on “Television, Public Sphere and
National Identity”.

Christiana Thorpe (Sierra Leone)

Christiana Thorpe became a member of the Forum for African
Women Educationalists (FAWE) in 1994. In 1995, she founded FAWE’s
Sierra Leone chapter, and remains its chairperson. She is also a
former Under-Secretary and Secretary of State for Education in Sierra
Leone. FAWE seeks to empower girls and women, who have often
been victims of violence during the civil war in Sierra Leone,
through educational means. Furthermore, the organization has
created community peace education programmes and initiated
peace clubs for children in Sierra Leone. In the implementation of
its past projects, FAWE Sierra Leone has co-operated with a number
of different organizations, including UNICEE In 2000, Ms Thorpe’s
efforts to build the basis for sustainable peace were recognized
through an honourable mention in UNESCO’s Peace Education Prize.

Gianni Vattimo (Italy)

Gianni Vattimo is one of the most eminent contemporary
philosophers in Europe. Since 1983, he is Professor of Theoretical
Philosophy at Turin University, where he had previously been
Professor of Aesthetics (1964 to 1983). He was also a visiting professor
at several other institutions, including Yale University and New York
University. In addition to this, he has been on the editorial board of a
number of distinguished philosophical journals. His recent works in
English include Nietzsche: an Introduction (2002), Beyond Interpretation: the
Meaning of Hermeneutics for Philosophy (1997), The Adventure of Difference:
Philosophy after Nietzsche and Heidegger (1993), The Transparent Society
(1992) and The End of Modernity: Nihilism and Hermeneutics in Post-Modern
Culture (1988). From 1999 to 2004, Professor Vattimo was a Member of
the European Parliament, joining the Parliament’s Committee on
Culture, Youth, Education, the Media and Sport.
